Film Checklist:
· There is a title at the beginning of your movie (either over a black screen or the video itself
· All your footage is in order on the timeline
· All “rough cuts” are removed (wait time at the start of clip, someone yelling “cut” at the end, laughter, unnecessary action)
· There are transitions between shots – Watching the movie should be smooth, not abrupt, unless your intention is to shock your audience
· Music and Sound effects: There should be music during suspense scenes, chase scenes, and other movement scenes. Do you need sound effects for loud noises, outdoors (birds, etc), or crowded areas?
· Audio check- can you hear dialogue or do you need to add subtitles so the audience can understand the actors’ lines?
· Credits!
· Is everyone included in the credits?
· Actors
· Extras
· Director, Cinematographer, Editors, Storyboard Artists , Advertisers, Costume designers etc?
· Have you credited the music you used (name of song/artist)?
· Have you thanked the audience for watching?
· Do you have a song playing which fits your movie?
· Bloopers? If you have any extra footage, include a blooper reel – with music and captions to clarify why it is funny
Important! Show the rest of your group the movie and credits so any last changes/corrections can be made before DVD’s are burned!
